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High speed drills
· I currently have three different brands of high speed drills and my favorite is listed below.

· I do not get endorsement or financial incentives for my recommendations.

· IM3 GS DELUXE model.  The reasons I like it are:
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A scaler can attach to the underside connection and use the water bottle source of the machine.

· It has a brown bottle in back that hold chlorihexidine. The chlorihexidine can come out of any handpiece, even a separate scaler attached to the machine.

· This model can have a fiberoptic light in the handpiece. If you need to save money, then buy the version without fiberoptic light.
· The company has color coded all wires so that they can send repairs over the phone.

Handpieces come with different methods to attach the bur-pushbutton, bur tool, flip piece.  I recomend the pushbutton.





High speed handpieces.


I recommend you purchase these separately from the machine. A generic handpiece is approximately $200-400. You will need at least two of them.  We order them generic from Henry Schein with the following codes:


With fiberoptic 101-0223


Without fiberoptic light  100-8267
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Fiberoptic light in the handpiece allows good light in a small hole you are drilling in. If a machine has fiberoptic capabilities then you can use a handpiece with or without fiberoptic light.  If the machine does not have the fiberoptic light ability, then you can only use the handpiece without light.





Burs


For general practice, there are only a few burs needed. A new bur should be used on each patient. They are inexpensive. Dispose of them with sharps. Buy in bulk these sizes:


FG ½ round (cats)  (bag of 100, generic)


FG 2 round (cats) (bag of 100, generic)


FG 4 round (med dogs) (bag of 100, generic)


FG 6 round (giant dogs)  (bag of 100, generic)
